• Scottish Gaelic is spoken in Highlands and 
islands

Government 

• Britain is a constitutional monarchy with a 
parliamentary form of government 

• legislative authority  represents a bicameral 

Parliament (House of Lords and House of 
Commons) 

• the prime minister is appointed by the king or 
the queen as the leader of the majority party 

• the main political parties are the Labour Party 
and the Conservative party
