= to talk about how great somebody is, to boast
(vychloubat se, Cinit se dulezitym)

| don’t like my colleague Jim, he always blows
his own horn about being the best manager
in this company.




to strike the right chord

= to talk in the way so that people like what
they hear because - in fact - they want
to hear it

(uhodit na spravnou strunu)

Politicians usually try to strike the right chord
when they make their speech.



to play sth by ear

= to improvise
(improvizovat, jednat bez pripravy)

There is no manual to this and | am not sure
what to do so let’s just play it by ear and
hopefully we will fix it.




to drum sth in/into sb

= to force somebody to remember sth
by repeating it constantly

(vtlouci nekomu néco do hlavy)

My son never remembers anything unless
