Together they form a verb with a new,
specific meaning.

Some phrasal verbs with get exist in
opposites:

= enter a car = |eave d Cadr
GETON X GET OFF ﬁ

= enter a train = legve a train

(or any other large or two-wheeled mean of
transport)



GET MARRIED X GET DIVORCED

= become someone‘s = stop being someone’s

husband or wife husband and wife

GET ON WITH SOMEONE

= have a good relationship with somebody

GET ON SOMEONE’S NERVES

= irritate, bait




GET TOGETHER

= meet someone

GET OVER SOMETHING

= overcome something

GET RID OF SOMETHING

= throw away, free from something
