- ed adjectives

We use them to describe how we (he,she...) feel

about something:

I´m bored = I want to do anything else

He´s interested = he´s paying attention

She´s excited = she´s looking forward to st.



- ing adjectives

We use them to describe something or

somebody else:

Maths is boring.

This book is really interesting.

Travelling abroad can be exciting.

I´m interested in history.

She is bored with her life.

- ing (what it´s like): 

Ice hockey is exciting!

France is very interesting country!
