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Modal verbs



must - mustn´t - needn´t

Pozor!

Positive form    x Negative form

I must (musím) x I don´t have to/ I needn´t
I may (smím)     x I mustn´t (nesmím)



• We use infinitive without to after these verbs.

• The form of these verbs is the same for all 

persons (I, you, he...):

Př.  He must help him.

I must help him.  

They mustn´t smoke here.



Verb “must“

We use it to express necessity (something that is

very important to do.)

All visitors must go to the reception when they

arrive.

You must read this book! It´s fantastic!

You must drive on the left in Britain!



Verb “mustn´t“ 

We use it to express prohibition (something that

is very important not to do.)

You mustn´t smoke here.

He mustn´t disturb his schoolmates.

They mustn´t forget to pay for it.



Verb “needn´t“

We use it to express lack of necessity

(something that isn´t necessary but isn´t against

the rules.)

You needn´t take a gift if you are invited to the

party.

She needn´t go to the shop. She has enough food.

They needn´t clean all the windows on Saturday.
